To the wide public’s delight, the programme of the fourth
edition of Spotlight included spectacular light installations,
many of which were interactive. Spotlight fans, young and old
alike, danced on the Laser Big Piano installed in the Revolution
Square, they played interactive hopscotch on Calea Victoriei,
and they animated the graphic character called the Nomad Cat
from the General Inspectorate of the Police of the Municipality
of Bucharest.

The DJs from Virgin Radio participated in Spotlight for the
first time and they accompanied the celebratory atmosphere
of the installation called Discoballs with live mixed music. Every
evening a large number of people gathered to dance at the
open-air party organized in front of Muzica Store.

The festival ended with the ceremony of awards of the
International Video-mapping Contest held at CEC Palace.

Bucharest hosted more than fifty artists in America, Asia, Europe, and South
America, for five days of concerts in the open air and seven days of conferences, workshops, an exhibition,
and a jazz conlest, which a record number of participants enjoved.

Jazzmeia Horn, the singer whom Downbeat Magazine
has recently called “the best up-and-coming musician”, came
to Romania for the first time to bring social jazz to Bucharest
Jazz Festival at the concert held on Sunday, the 8th of July. The
melodic jazz of Swedish saxophone player Lars Danielsson
received the loudest applause on Friday the 6th of July, while
the opening concert of the festival, held by Bucharest Jazz
Orchestra and the voices of the singers from Blue Noise,
seemed to belong to a Hollywood movie and turned out to be
one of the most dynamic performances of the edition.

2018 was also the last year when Teodora Enache was
part of the team of Bucharest Jazz Festival in her capacity as
artistic director. On this occasion, on Friday, the 6th of July, the
Jazz singer offered the public a cinematic music concert-show,

Four times Grammy winner Gonzalo Rubalcaba,
the Cuban pianist, discovered by Dizzy Gillespie, closed the
last evening of the festival with a South-American jazz concert,
next to drummer Pedrito Martinez. One of the most innovative
percussionists of the world, winner of a Grammy award, Indian
artist Trilok Gurtu came back to Bucharest Jazz Festival on
Saturday, the 7th of July 2018, with one of the most fascinat-
ing workshops held at ARCUB before his concert with Jan
Garbarek in the square of the festival.

Intended for jazz musicians and fans, the related events
which took place at the festival club organized at ARCUB
spotlighted the history of vinyl by means of a conference held
by musicologist Florian Lungu and of an exhibition of jazz, rock,

and world music vinyls. The most recent discographic titles

Inspired by the contrasts displayed by the Romanian society undergoing
various changes, PARCURS BRU > > < <BUH proposed a journey in space and
time which invited the visitors to make the connection between works, to set
out on their own journey and to to reach the point where they should rediscover
their inner child. Using paintings, sculptures, textile art, photography, video
installations and performance, Pierre Van Hulle and Léa Scopeau put forth var-
ious interpretations of the idea of journey. “Memory is a recurrent notion in the
works of the two artists, an idea inviting to multiple returns to the past or to future
Jjourneys.”

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Through their works the two young Belgian artists resonated with the specificity

The Double series is an embodiment of one of Gili Mocanu's older stylistic

obsessions, the works making sense in the artist's philosophical frame of thinking.

In almost every single work, one can notice an effort of synthesis, a modern
attempt at turning a visual image into a symbol.

UAUIM, a mural authored by Dutch artist Hedof in 2017.

The creation of the mural displayed at the University of Architecture was
part of the 2017 edition of Visual Playground Summer School. Visual Playground
2017 was one of the most dynamic editions; apart from the intensive workshops
and thematic conferences held by international graphic design, animation,
lettering, and illustration professionals, it included the creation of the mural in the
centre of Bucharest, a mural made by Hedof, one of the guests of 2017. Although
the idea emerged as a result of the brainstorming for the 2016 edition of Visual
Playground, it was put into practice one year later. The story of the emergence
of this idea, as well as of the process through which it was transposed to reality,
were the crux of the conference held at ARCUB.

Paula Rusu is the initiator of the Visual Playground project within the VIP
Association and the current president of the Visual Playground Association. She
successfully combines the experience of art director and graphic designer with
illustration and, last but not least, with the role of project manager for Visual
Playground. She has been working as a freelancer since 2015, and, in her free
time, she dreams of even greater editions of VP events.

loana Sopov is one of the cofounders of Visual Playground Association.
Although she has had a passion for drawing and graphics since she was very
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young, in 2010 she took part in the first edition of Visual Playground. It was
then that she firmly decided to become a professional illustrator. She has been
working for more than six years in the field of illustration, and she also added
animation to her portfolio in 2016. Since 2015, she and the Visual Playground
Association team have been organising events to help others follow their pas-
sions the same way in which the first VP helped her.

Visual Playground was officially born as an NGO in 2015, even though
the concept dates back to 2010, when Paula Rusu organised the first series of
creative workshops within VIP Association. The aim of Visual Playground is to
grant both the passionate amateurs and the professionals from the local creative
space access to workshops and conferences held by internationally renowned
specialists in the creative fields. Through the events organised by VP, the latter
wish to support the local community of graphic artists, designers, animators and
not only, by offering them the chance to connect to the pulse of the interna-
tional creative space, to develop the relations among them, and to form novel

Florin Mitroi, hosted by ARCUB between April and June, and also the homony-
mous volume published at Humanitas Publishing House in March 2018.

Through the conference dedicated to Florin Mitroi, the curator of the exhibi-
tion, Erwin Kessler proposed to decipher the work of one of the most mysterious
Romanian artists, thus tracing a hermeneutic itinerary inside Florin Mitroi’s
extensive and twisted work. The art critic took as a starting point the moment
when the artist began, during the mid 1970s, to polarize his work, which resulted
into two apparently incommunicable extremes—the visible work and the invisible
one. During artist Florin Mitroi’s lifetime, his work grew in a visible direction, on
the one hand, a direction which was accessible to the public, but which became
more and more abstract, confined to the modernist cipher of geometries, and,
on the other hand, in a more and more dynamic and (self-)aggressive one—the
,"invisible", esoteric work.

The conference consisted in identifying the political and social causes
which led to this polarisation, and, above all, in establishing the bridges connect-
ing the two extremes and the way in which the visible work could be interpreted

only through the invisible work.

The object of the exhibition was to propose the interior
furnishing of the show hall, the balcony and lobby included, from the level of hall
access. The students whose works were displayed had to choose for the furnish-
ing project one or two plays from the work of playwrights William Shakespeare
and Eugene lonescu.

project of contemporary art in the field of decorative arts, the exhibition In
A Black/In White consisted in works of textile arts, ceramic installations, metal,
glass and ceramics. With over eighty works on display, the artists in Bucharest
responded to the challenge of eliminating colour (the coloured pigment) from
their works, its absence being an alarm signal regarding a field much ignored
after the 1990s.

The theme of monochromatics was chosen for several reasons: on the
one hand, with a view to disclosing a perspective regarding the use of colour as
a choice rather than as a necessity, and on the other hand, because the result
of the exhibition could be a way of making the audience focus on a certain
subject, concept, or technique. The artists could experiment without the com-
plexity of the work in colour (especially in textile arts, ceramics, glass, or mixed
technique), thus emphasizing the shape, the texture, the technique, and the
symbolic significance.
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The curators of the exhibitions were Georgiana Cozma and Marian Gheorghe,
and the opening was held by art critic Constantin Hostiuc.

The exhibition were hosted by two locations in Bucharest: the Cultural
Centre of ARCUB, Sala Gabroveni (the 29th August—the of 23rd September
2018) and Orizont Art Gallery (the 3rd of September-the 1st of October 2018).

he mosaic exhibition entitled Allegory, authored by Raluca-loana
T Enachescu, was open between the 13th and the 25th September 2018, in
Sala Arce in ARCUB, Gabroveni Inn.

Raluca-loana Enachescu’s 2017 personal exhibition, which reflected her
first artistic quests and was suggestively entitled The Seasons of Creation, A
Beginner's Quests, reunited works produced in various working techniques
(mosaic, watercolours, Tiffany stained glass window, wood fretwork, painting and
glass engraving, weaving, textile collage, etc.). Her second personal exhibition,
entitled Allegory, the artist deepened and refined her mosaic technique.

Through Allegory, the artist proposed to reunite the three arts (plastic
art, music, and architecture) with major influences on her life. In an architec-
tural space refurbished according to modern standards, plastic art and music

engaged in a dialogue, completing each other.
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Inspired by the beauty and the musicality of nature and interested in the
mosaic technique, the artist proposed an allegorical journey starting from “The
Primordial Elements”—Fire, Earth, Water, Air —, taken by “The Wind Breeze”
through the four periods governing nature—"The Seasons". Her plastic endeav-
our continues with an inner insight, limited in time and space, marked by feelings
and experiences. The beginning and the ending are symbolically represented
and connected by the Sun. The artist reveals a personal, intimate universe,
through her works, which is not restricted only to the technique per se, but
also to an interplay of materials, surfaces, volumes, and colour. In all her works,
the reflection of light, depending on the viewing angle, is surprising, amazing,
and enlivening.

The opening of the exhibition took place on the 15th of September 2018
and it was hosted by the artist herself, by art critic Dr. Marius Tita, and by the
special guest, the artist’s teacher and guide, Ms. Elena Borundel, plastic artist.

Portraits of Migration

Organizatorul evenimentului a fost
Ambasada Suediei la Bucuresti, cu sprijinul IOM - Misiunea din Romania a
Agentiei Natiunilor Unite, si Primaria Capitalei, prin ARCUB.

Proiectul a fost initiat de Institutul Suedez in anul 2015, cand numarul
de migranti care au sosit in Suedia a depasit cu mult cifrele estimate, luand
nastere o campanie masiva de dezinformare cu privire la Suedia si la migranti.
Ambasada Suediei la Bucuresti a decis s aduca in atentia publicului acest feno-
men, prezentand migrantii din Romania, nu atat de numerosi ca aceia din multe
tari vestice, dar prezenti in viata noastra cotidiana.

Expozitia Portraits of Migration a prezentat o perspectiva diferita asupra
fenomenului migratiei, dincolo de titlurile din presa legate de haos, colaps si
procesele birocratice aferente. Alexander Mahmoud a fotografiat douédzeci de
persoane care au fugit in Suedia in ultimii patruzeci de ani si care s-au implicat
n ajutarea altor refugiati. Povestile lor sunt despre lupta, trauma si durere,
dar si despre speranta si incredere in noua tard si in noua lor casa. Urmandu-i
exemplul, la propunerea Ambasadei Suediei la Bucuresti, Alina Baisan a urmarit
fenomenul migratiei din Romania si a gasit cateva particularitédti autohtone.

in data de 26 aprilie, tot la ARCUB, la Sala Arcelor, a avut loc proiectia
filmului Nice People, o poveste despre rasism si fricé, dar si despre cum se pot
crea legaturi care sa apropie.

T he exhibition took place in Sala Cafenea in ARCUB, between the 24th
of April and the 6th of May 2018, and it was officially opened on the 24th
of April. Secretary of State Raed Arafat, whose portrait was painted within the

this project, took part in the event as a guest of honour. The organiser of the
event was the Embassy of Sweden in Bucharest, with the support of IOM—The
Mission of the United Nations Agency in Romania and the City Hall of Bucharest,
via ARCUB.
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The project was initiated by the Swedlish Institute in 2015, when the number of
migrants arriving in Sweden exceeded by far the estimated numbers, which gave
rise to a massive disinformation campaign regarding Sweden and the migrants.
The Embassy of Sweden in Bucharest decided to bring this phenomenon to the
public’s attention, by presenting the migrants in Romania, who are not as numer-
ous as those in the western countries, but who are present in our daily life.

The Portraits of Migration exhibition presented a different perspective
on the phenomenon of migration, a perspective reaching beyond the press
titles about chaos, collapse, and the related bureaucratic processes. Alexander
Mahmoud took photos of twenty people who had fled to Sweden for the past
forty years and who had helped other refugees. Their stories are about their
struggle, trauma and pain, but also about hope and trust in their new country
and home. By following his example, upon the proposal made by the Swedish
Embassy in Bucharest, Alina Baisan traced the migration phenomenon in
Romania and found several indigenous particularities.

On the 26th of April, in Sala Arce in ARCUB, the audience watched the
film Nice People, a story about racism and fear, as well as about the way one can

create intimate bonds.

Dads who were or have
been on maternity leave or dads who spend a lot of time with their children and
who participate in the latter’s activities—feeding, getting dressed, washing, going
to bed, etc.—entered the competition photos emphasizing the universally valid
picture of a loving parent, irrespective of their gender.

The opening of the exhibition took place at Sala Cafenea in ARCUB
Gabroveni, on the 22nd of May, and it was preceded by debates regarding the
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role of men as fathers and partners in a balanced society, with respect to gender
equality and to the role of the modern man, in contrast with the role of the
traditional, paternal stereotype.

Between the 14th and the
25th of November, A Story from Nepos was hosted by ARCUB.

The starting point of the project was the human and the symbolistic history
of Nepos; it evokes the events of the last century of national history by means of
the artist's personal insertions. Born in Bistrita, Mirela Traistaru manages to cap-
ture the dense, mysterious, and calm areas which are representative for Romania.
By using the traditional symbolism—The Tree of Life, The Bird, The Flower of Life,
The Window, The Gate, the artist displays the family history of five generations in
her works on the canvas. She graduated from the Department of Fashion Design
and Painting from the University of Art and Design in Cluj-Napoca, she had more
than sixty personal exhibitions and she participated in more than one hundred

and twenty collective exhibitions.

After having finished his studies at Ecole Superieure des Arts Saint-Luc in
Brussels, where he was a colleague of Francois Schuiten, Benoit Sikal started his
work as a cartoonist at the end of the 1970s and became known for the cartoon
series Canardo. Attracted by the advantages of digital media, especially by the
part that has to do with the dynamics of the image, Benoit Sokal took up video
games and in 2002 he launched Syberia Series, the video that made him known
all over the world. Syberia was acclaimed by the critics for its complex graphics
and it brought Benoit Sokal more nominations and prizes. Syberia lll, the third
episode of the series, was launched in 2017.

T Athenaeum by the Symphonic Orchestra of Bucharest, brought about
emotions and quality music, put forth by some of the most important Romanian
musicians from America, Germany, Switzerland, Italy, Greece, or Lebanon, reu-
nited under the baton of famous conductor Nicolae Moldoveanu.

The fact that the Romanian artists came back to their country to hold the
concert in Bucharest was a national premiere; thus, the Symphonic Orchestra
of Bucharest was transformed into an International Orchestra of Romanians
and the stage of the Romanian Athenaeum hosted a “Great Union” which made
geographic, economic, social, and cultural barriers disappear. It was the first time
when several instrumentalists with an impressive international career got reu-
nited in an ad-hoc orchestra, in the country where they had taken their first music
lessons. The rounds of applause that welcomed them in the Athenaeum attested
the unbroken communion between the souls of the Romanians scattered by
history in the four corners of the world.
