Matei lcachimescu

Renowned romanian flutist Matei loachimescu has an impressive concert career and is recognized for
his interpretations of Baroque and modern repertoire, as well as for his crossover recitals. A graduate
of the University of Music in Vienna, he collaborates with some of Europe’s most appreciated musicians
and has performed on prestigious stages such as Konzerthaus Wien, Ateneul Roman, Conservatorio
Santa Cecilia, Budapest Music Center, and Suntory Hall.

His debut album, Lumiére (with pianist Catalina Butcaru), is considered by critics as a landmark for these
two instruments. He is also known for projects such as Legends, ICONS, Electric, inSuflu, and La Vida
Loca - the latter achieving international success with the album of the same name released in 2019 by
the ViennArt label.

In 2013, he was awarded the title of ,Ambassador of Integration” by the Austrian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs. Since 2020, he has been teaching flute at the Faculty of Music and Theatre of the West
University of Timisoara.

She has participated in contemporary
music festivals and collaborated with renowned ensembles.

She is the founder of the duo PERCUSSIONescu — Romania’s first marimba-vibraphone chamber duo -
and in 2022, she presented the national tour Marimba - The Journey, the first of its kind in the country.
She coordinates the percussion class at the ,,George Enescu” National College of Music and is a doctoral
student at the Faculty of Music in Timisoara

An active vibraphonist on Romania’s jazz scene, Rdzvan Florescu stands out both as a soloist and

as a member of ensembles such as the Luiza Zan Quintet, RVQ, and Tumbe. A graduate in classical
percussion and jazz instrumental studies, he is also active in the classical-contemporary field through
the duo PERCUSSIONescu.

In 2024, he released his debut album Sketches with Amphitrio and appears on recent jazz recordings
(In My Village - Luiza Zan Sextet, Human Song - Sorina Rotaru, Shapes, Daydream - RVQ). He has
been recognized in competitions such as the Johnny Raducanu International Jazz Festival, Sibiu Jazz
Competition, and lasi Jazz Competition 2020.

He teaches percussion at the ,,George Enescu” National College of Music and at the School of Arts No. 5
in Bucharest.

Ajuns la cea de-a XVllI-a editie, turneul este dedicat memoriei lui George Enescu, la 70 de ani de la
trecerea sa in eternitate, si propune o transcriptie ineditd pentru vioara si chitara clasica a celebrelor
Rapsodii Roméane op. 11 si a nemuritoarei Rhapsody in Blue de George Gershwin, realizata de
chitaristul Dragos llie.

in cadrul celor 22 de concerte sustinute in zone rurale si urbane din Roménia, Alexandru Tomescu

si Dragos llie, ofera o viziune noua asupra acestor lucréri iconice, transferand exuberanta si forta
orchestrei simfonice pe strunele viorii Stradivarius Elder Voicu (1702) si ale chitarei clasice. Concertul
este completat de trei preludii de Gershwin, in transcriptia lui Andrew Zohn, profesorul lui Dragos llie
la Columbus State University (SUA).

Intalnirea dintre Enescu si Gershwin nu este intdmplatoare: doi compozitori contemporani, proveniti
din spatii culturale diferite, dar uniti prin acelasi spirit liber si inovator, capabili s& transforme traditia
in modernitate si s& cucereasca generatii intregi de melomani. in aceasts formula inedits, Tomescu si
Ilie oferad un omagiu vibrant trecutului si, totodata, o privire proaspéaté asupra unor pagini nemuritoare
ale muzicii universale.

After his historic recital in the Sistine Chapel, in front of Pope Leo XIV, violinist Alexandru Tomescu brings to
Bucharest the program Rhapsodies, presented this year as part of the Stradivarius Tour, launched on June
10,2025, in Oradea.

Now in its 18th edition, the tour is dedicated to the memory of George Enescu, on the 70th anniversary
of his passing, and features a unique transcription for violin and classical guitar of the famous Romanian
Rhapsodies Op. 11 and George Gershwin’s immortal Rhapsody in Blue, arranged by guitarist Dragos llie.
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During the 22 concerts held in both rural and urban areas across Romania, Alexandru Tomescu and
Dragos llie, offer a fresh perspective on these iconic works, transferring the exuberance and power of the
symphony orchestra onto the strings of the Stradivarius Elder Voicu violin (1702) and the classical guitar.
The concert is complemented by three Gershwin preludes, in the transcription by Andrew Zohn, Dragos
llie’s professor at Columbus State University (USA).

The encounter between Enescu and Gershwin is no coincidence: two contemporary composers, from
different cultural backgrounds, yet united by the same free and innovative spirit, capable of transforming
tradition into modernity and captivating entire generations of music lovers. In this unique format, Tomescu
and llie offer a vibrant homage to the past, while also presenting a fresh interpretation of some of the most
timeless pages of universal music.

Alexandru Tomescu

Celebrul violonist romén contemporan Alexandru Tomescu (n. 1976) intruneste, in constiinta publicului,
amprenta unei vocatii si a unui destin artistic, dublate de o energie iesita din comun si de sansa de a canta
pe vioara Stradivarius Elder Voicu (1702), Obiect de Patrimoniu National, Categoria Tezaur.

Intre 1995 i 1999 a studiat la Conservatorul din Bucuresti cu Stefan Gheorghiu, cel mai important
pedagog roman de vioara al vremii. A obtinut burse de studii in SUA si Elvetia, unde a lucrat cu Eduard
Schmieder (2000) si Tibor Varga (2001), iar in paralel a participat la cursuri de perfectionare cu Ruggiero
Ricci, Igor Oistrah si Hermann Krebbers. Printre numeroasele competitii nationale si internationale
castigate se numé&ra Concursul ,,Paganini” (Genova, 1995), Concursul ,Marguerite Long-Jacques
Thibaud” (Paris, 1999) si Concursul ,,George Enescu” (Bucuresti, 1999).

A concertat sub bagheta unor dirijori de prestigiu, intre care Kurt Masur, Valery Gergiev, Vasilii Petrenko,
si a colaborat cu pianisti precum Valentina Lisitsa si Eduard Kunz, evoluand in sali celebre: Berliner
Philharmonie, Carnegie Hall, Concertgebouw, Théatre des Champs-Elysées. A realizat numeroase
nregistrari pentru posturi de radio si televiziune din Roméania si din stréinatate (Anglia, Franta, Elvetia,
Germania, Olanda, Polonia, SUA), dar si pe CD-uri: Alexandru Tomescu at Moscow (concerte de Paganini
si Mendelssohn), Romanian Piano Trio (Mozart, Beethoven, Schumann, alaturi de Horia Mihail si Rédzvan
Suma), Simply Mozart (patru concerte mozartiene sub bagheta lui Horia Andreescu) sau Ad Libitum -
Primus (cvartete de Beethoven, Haydn, Sibelius).

Din 2007 si pana in 2023, in urma unor concursuri, i-a fost incredintata vioara Stradivarius Elder

Voicu, care a devenit protagonista unor proiecte muzicale de mare amploare si notorietate, reunite

sub genericul Turneul International Stradivarius. Cu acest instrument, Tomescu a concertat in zeci

de localitati din tara, prezentand integrale-eveniment pentru viata muzicala roméaneascé - cele 24 de
capricii de Paganini, cele sase sonate pentru vioara solo de Ysaye, sonatele si partitele pentru vioara
solo de Bach, sonatele pentru vioara si pian de Prokofiev sau integrala lucrarilor pentru vioara si pian de
Enescu (alaturi de Eduard Kunz).

O parte din aceste programe au fost inregistrate pe CD-uri si DVD-uri de mare succes: Paganini 24/24,
Stradivarius Obsesii, Bach to Basics, Integrala Sonatelor pentru vioara si pian de George Enescu, Sonata
pentru vioara solo de Béla Bartok, Anotimpurile de Vivaldi & Piazzolla, Balada — Un secol de muzica
roméneasca.

Anul 2025 este dedicat lui George Enescu, la 70 de ani de la disparitia sa, prilej cu care Alexandru
Tomescu aduce un omagiu compozitorului prin noi proiecte si interpretari de referinta.

Alexandiru Tomescu

The renowned contemporary Romanian violinist Alexandru Tomescu (b. 1976) is recognized by the public as
embodying both a profound artistic vocation and destiny, combined with extraordinary energy and the privilege
of performing on the Stradivarius Elder Voicu violin (1702), a National Heritage Object, Treasury Category.

Between 1995 and 1999, he studied at the Bucharest Conservatory with Stefan Gheorghiu, the most
important Romanian violin pedagogue of the time. He received scholarships to study in the USA and
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Switzerland, working with Eduard Schmieder (2000) and Tibor Varga (2001), while also attending
masterclasses with Ruggiero Ricci, Igor Oistrakh, and Hermann Krebbers. Among the numerous national
and international competitions he won are the Paganini Competition (Genoa, 1995), the Marguerite Long-
Jacques Thibaud Competition (Paris, 1999), and the George Enescu Competition (Bucharest, 1999).

He has performed under the baton of prestigious conductors including Kurt Masur, Valery Gergiev, and
Vasilii Petrenko, and collaborated with pianists such as Valentina Lisitsa and Eduard Kunz, appearing in
renowned concert halls: Berliner Philharmonie, Carnegie Hall, Concertgebouw, and Thééatre des Champs-
Elysées. He has made numerous recordings for radio and television stations in Romania and abroad

(UK, France, Switzerland, Germany, Netherlands, Poland, USA), as well as on CDs: Alexandru Tomescu at
Moscow (concertos by Paganini and Mendelssohn), Romanian Piano Trio (Mozart, Beethoven, Schumann,
with Horia Mihail and Razvan Suma), Simply Mozart (four Mozart concertos conducted by Horia Andreescu),
and Ad Libitum - Primus (string quartets by Beethoven, Haydn, Sibelius).

From 2007 to 2023, following competitions, he was entrusted with the Stradivarius Elder Voicu violin,
which became central to large-scale and highly acclaimed musical projects, gathered under the
Stradivarius International Tour. With this instrument, Tomescu performed in dozens of locations across
Romania, presenting monumental programs for the Romanian musical life — the 24 Paganini Caprices,
the six solo violin sonatas by Ysaye, Bach’s solo violin sonatas and partitas, Prokofiev’s violin and piano
sonatas, and the complete works for violin and piano by Enescu (with Eduard Kunz).

Some of these programs have been recorded on highly successful CDs and DVDs: Paganini 24/24,
Stradivarius Obsessions, Bach to Basics, Complete Violin and Piano Sonatas by George Enescu, Solo Violin
Sonata by Béla Bartok, The Seasons by Vivaldi & Piazzolla, Ballad — A Century of Romanian Music.

The year 2025 is dedicated to George Enescu, on the 70th anniversary of his passing, during which
Alexandru Tomescu pays tribute to the composer through new projects and landmark performances.

Stradivarius Elder-Veicu Vislin

National Heritage Object, Treasury Category

The original name of the instrument is “Antonius Stradivarius Cremonensis Faciebat Anno 1702”. Over
time, the violin has been in the custody of notable collectors and famous houses: A. W. Lukens (New York),
W.E. Hill & Sons, Charles F. Edler (Frankfurt), Hamma & Co. (Stuttgart), Henry Werro (Bern), and, of course,
the great Romanian violinist lon Voicu.

Upon taking over the violin, Alexandru Tomescu promised that, during the five years he would play the
Stradivarius, its sound would be heard by all Romanians. Thus, he launched the project “Stradivarius Elder-
Voicu: 2008-2012” consisting of a series of nationwide tours in collaboration with other musicians.

In 2023, Alexandru Tomescu once again earned the right to play the Stradivarius Elder-Voicu violin until
2029, continuing to bring its unmistakable sound to stages across Romania and around the world.

Dragos llie — Classical Cuitar

Romanian guitarist Dragos llie has delighted audiences across Europe and the United States with his
technical mastery and dynamic performance style. He studied under Professor Marius Timpau, with
Associate Professor Dr. Daniel Dragomirescu as his mentor, and his perseverance and artistic dedication
have earned him numerous merit-based scholarships in Romania and abroad: the Young Talents
program of the Princess Margareta of Romania Foundation, and the START and Heirs of Romanian Music
scholarships.

After winning the prestigious Woodruff Scholarship, he completed his undergraduate studies at the
Schwob School of Music — Columbus State University (USA) with Professor and composer Andrew Zohn.
Subsequently, he has won over 40 prizes in national and international competitions, mostly First Prizes,
and has performed concerts, seminars, and masterclasses on both continents. He has collaborated

as a soloist with the National Radio Orchestra and the State Philharmonic , Transilvania,” and his media
appearances include Classical Guitar Magazine and Acoustic Guitar Magazine, as well as a series of
lessons for the Tonebase platform. He is also represented by Augustine Strings, the world’s first classical
guitar string company.

In 2021, he joined the Austin Guitar Quartet, with which he recorded the debut aloum The Singing Guitar, in
collaboration with the Los Angeles Guitar Quartet, Texas Guitar Quartet, and Conspirare Choir — a project
nominated for a Grammy Award.

Dragos llie completed his doctoral studies at the University of Texas at Austin under the renowned
pedagogue and performer Adam Holzman, simultaneously serving as a university assistant at the same
institution. He is currently Associate Professor at the George Enescu National University of Arts in lasi.

His
international experience has taken him to stages around the world, collaborating with renowned musicians
in jazz, classical, and world music.

In the 2000s, he played alongside Damian Draghici & Brothers, a project that revitalized the lute tradition
in a modern formula, winning the appreciation of audiences in Romania and the diaspora. Over the years,
he has performed in prestigious concert halls, participated in international festivals, and collaborated with
renowned artists such as Niels-Henning @rsted Pedersen, Michel Camilo, Gonzalo Rubalcaba, Joe Cocker,
and James Brown.

Damian Draghici is known for his openness to artistic experimentation—from jazz and classical music to
fusions with pop, rock, and hip-hop—succeeding in transforming the pan flute into a modern instrument
capable of conveying emotion and expressive power across a vast sonic spectrum.

Today, he continues to be a constant presence on stages in Romania and around the world, developing
innovative projects that explore the connection between tradition and contemporaneity. Through his
talent and charisma, Damian Draghici has become a true ambassador of the pan flute and Romanian
culture internationally.

Sorin Romanescu este chitarist, improvizator, compozitor, sound designer. Cariera sa este marcata
de jazz, dar si de explorari in muzica contemporana si pentru dans, fiind activ si ca producator audio in
industria de advertising.

Debutul siu in jazz a avut loc in 1991, la Festivalul de Jazz de la Sibiu, alturi de trupa The Newcommers. in
anii’ 90 a fost basist al grupului Sarmalele Reci, cu care a inregistrat albumul de succes Tara te vrea prost.

Sorin Romanescu is a guitarist, improviser, composer, and sound designer. His career has been marked by
jazz, but also by explorations in contemporary and dance music, and he is also active as an audio producer
in the advertising industry.

He made his jazz debut in 1991 at the Sibiu Jazz Festival with the band The Newcommers. In the 1990s,
he was the bassist for the band Sarmalele Reci, with whom he recorded the successful album ,Tara

te vrea prost”. In 2000, he became a permanent member of the contemporary music ensemble Pro
Contemporania.

His awards include the Gopo Award (2017) for the soundtrack of Bogdan Mirica’s film ,,Caini” (Dogs)
and two Best Jazz Musician awards from the Composers’ Union and the MUZZA Foundation. With over
20 recordings and collaborations in film music and contemporary dance, Sorin Romanescu is today a
prominent figure on the Romanian music scene.

the George Enescu Philharmonic and the National Radio Orchestra, as well as numerous acclaimed
international appearances. The Boston Globe wrote about his interpretation of Prokofiev: ,The rhythmic
subtlety and articulation of the atmosphere and color of the sound were of a kind that this music very rarely
receives.”

After 14 years of study in Romania (with Prof. Stela Dragulin and Constantin lonescu-Vovu), Horia Mihail
attended the University of lllinois with lan Hobson, and then obtained his Artist Diploma at Boston
University, studying with Anthony di Bonaventura. He received the Kate Neal Kinley Memorial Fellowship
and the Esther B. & Albert S. Kahn Career Entry Award. He taught for three years as a lecturer at Boston
University, returning to Romania in 2002 as a soloist with the Bragov Philharmonic and a member of the
Romanian Piano Trio, alongside Alexandru Tomescu and Razvan Suma, with whom he toured nationally and
internationally and recorded three CDs.

He has been the protagonist of several successful tours: Music ON, alongside the Romanian Piano Trio;
the Stradivarius Tours, alongside Alexandru Tomescu; as well as the Travelling Piano, the Violin Duel, the
Enchanted Flute and George Enescu’s Violin. His discography includes recordings of Beethoven, Mozart,
Schumann, Mendelssohn, Paganini, Enescu, and Liszt, published by Casa Radio.

Since 2009, he has been a soloist with the Radio Orchestras and Choirs, and his international career
includes concerts and tours in the USA, Chile, Malaysia, Italy, and China. He has performed at prestigious
festivals such as the George Enescu International Festival, RadiRo, Varna Summer, the Ushuaia Festival,
and Piano Nights in Chisinau.

Today, Horia Mihail remains a constant presence on the major stages in Romania and around the world,
being one of the most active promoters of classical music through touring projects and recitals dedicated
to an ever-wider audience.

Filarmonica ,,George Enescu” a fost fondata in 1868 de catre muzicianul Eduard Wachmann, sub
denumirea de Societatea Filarmonica Romana, avand scopul de a crea o orchestra simfonica permanenta
in capitala. Primul concert a avut loc la 15 decembrie 1868.

Din 1889, concertele institutiei se desfasoara la Ateneul Romén, una dintre cele mai emblematice cladiri
culturale ale Romaniei. Dupd moartea compozitorului George Enescu (1955), filarmonica i-a preluat
numele, in semn de omagiu.

De-a lungul timpului, institutia a fost condusé si dirijatd de mari personalitati muzicale - intre care George
Georgescu, Constantin Silvestri si lon Voicu — si a colaborat cu solisti si dirijori de renume international.

Astazi, Filarmonica organizeaza anual sute de concerte simfonice si camerale, promoveaza atéat repertoriul
clasic universal, cat si creatia roméaneasca, si are un rol central in viata culturald a Bucurestiului.

Abgout the Gecrge Enescu Philharmenic Crchestra

The George Enescu Philharmonic Orchestra was founded in 1868 by musician Eduard Wachmann under
the name Romanian Philharmonic Society, with the aim of creating a permanent symphony orchestra in the
capital. The first concert took place on December 15, 1868.

Since 1889, the institution’s concerts have been held at the Romanian Athenaeum, one of Romania’s most
emblematic cultural buildings. After the death of composer George Enescu (1955), the philharmonic took
his name as a tribute.

Over time, the institution has been led and conducted by great musical personalities - including George
Georgescu, Constantin Silvestri, and lon Voicu - and has collaborated with internationally renowned
soloists and conductors.

Today, the Philharmonic organises hundreds of symphonic and chamber concerts every year, promoting
both the universal classical repertoire and Romanian creativity, and plays a central role in the cultural life of
Bucharest.
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Tiberiu Scare, Dirijor

Tiberiu Soare este unul dintre cei mai apreciati dirijori romani ai generatiei sale. A absolvit Universitatea
Nationala de Muzica din Bucuresti, unde a studiat atat interpretarea instrumentala (tuba), cat si dirijatul
de orchestr, perfectiondndu-se ulterior printr-un master in stilistica dirijorald cu Horia Andreescu. inanul
2018 si-a obtinut titlul de Doctor Tn Muzic4, cu o teza dedicata operei Oedipe de George Enescu.

Debutul sdu dirijoral a avut loc in 1999, iar de atunci a colaborat cu numeroase orchestre si institutii de
prestigiu din Roméania si din strainatate. A fost dirijor al Operei Nationale Bucuresti, dirijor principal al
Orchestrelor si Corurilor Radio Roménia (2012-2015), iar din 2020 este dirijor principal al Filarmonicii de
Stat din Sibiu. De asemenea, conduce ansamblul de muzica contemporana ,,Profil”, cu care promoveaza
creatii moderne si contemporane.

Activitatea sa este completatd de o dimensiune pedagogica si educationald importanta: este conferentiar
universitar la UNMB si autor al volumelor ,,Pentru ce mergem la Opera?” si ,Noua povestiri muzicale”,
menite sa apropie publicul larg de universul muzicii clasice. in 2018 a fost decorat cu Ordinul ,Coroana
Romaniei” in grad de Ofiter.

Astézi, Tiberiu Soare este recunoscut pentru stilul sau dirijoral energic si expresiv, pentru promovarea valorilor
muzicii roménesti si pentru implicarea activa in formarea publicului si a noilor generatii de muzicieni.

Tiberiu Scare, Conductor

Tiberiu Soare is one of the most highly regarded Romanian conductors of his generation. He graduated
from the National University of Music in Bucharest, where he studied both instrumental performance (tuba)
and orchestral conducting, subsequently perfecting his skills with a master’s degree in conducting style
under Horia Andreescu. In 2018, he obtained his Doctorate in Music with a thesis dedicated to George
Enescu’s opera Oedipe.

He made his conducting debut in 1999 and has since collaborated with numerous prestigious orchestras
and institutions in Romania and abroad. He was conductor of the Bucharest National Opera, principal
conductor of the Romanian Radio Orchestras and Choirs (2012-2015), and since 2020 he has been
principal conductor of the Sibiu State Philharmonic. He also conducts the contemporary music ensemble
,»Profil”, with which he promotes modern and contemporary creations.

His work is complemented by an important pedagogical and educational dimension: he is a lecturer at
UNMB and author of the books ,Why do we go to the Opera?” and ,Nine Musical Stories”, aimed at bringing
the general public closer to the world of classical music. In 2018, he was awarded the Order of the Crown of
Romania in the rank of Officer.

Today, Tiberiu Soare is recognized for his energetic and expressive conducting style, for promoting the values
of Romanian music, and for his active involvement in educating the public and new generations of musicians.

Verchnica Anugca, Solista

Veronica Anugca, nascuté la Piatra Neamt, este una dintre cele mai valoroase voci ale scenei lirice
contemporane.

Distinsa cu numeroase premii internationale - intre care Marele Premiu ,Sabin Dragoi” si Premiul Il la

Veronica Anusca, born in Piatra Neamt, is one of the most valuable voices on the contemporary opera
scene. A graduate of the Victor Brauner Art High School and the National University of Music in Bucharest,
where she studied with the great tenor lonel Voineag, she completed her training with a master’s degree
and obtained a PhD in Music under the supervision of Prof. Valentina Sandu-Dediu. She has participated in
international internships (Erasmus European LiedForum) and masterclasses with prestigious artists.

Distinguished with numerous international awards - including the Grand Prize ,,Sabin Dragoi” and Second
Prize at ,Hariclea Darclée” — the soprano has made a name for herself with a varied repertoire, ranging
from baroque to contemporary creations. She made her debut at the Bucharest National Opera and has
performed leading roles such as Gilda, Lucia, Violetta, and Norma, receiving acclaim both at home and on
international stages (Amsterdam, Brussels, The Hague, Italy, South Korea).

In addition to her artistic career, Veronica Anusca is a singing teacher at the Bucharest National Opera
and the IConArts Academy, contributing to the training of new generations of artists. Appreciated for
her unique timbre and interpretative expressiveness, she is considered one of the most representative
sopranos of her generation.
